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Amen-Ra 
(Amon-Re) 
A composite deity, devised by the priests of Amen as an attempt to 
link New Kingdom (Dyn. XVIII-XXI) worship of Amen with the older 
solar cult of the god Ra. 
In a union of this sort, the deities are said to indwell one another - so 
we have the power represented by Amen manifesting through the 
person of Ra (or vice versa). This sort of relationship is common 
among Egyptian gods, particularly among cosmic or national deities. It 
is an example of how the Egyptian gods are viewed, as Morenz puts 
it, of having “personality but not individuality.” 
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
