Baragiel - One of the seven great angels in control of the seven heavens. Baragiel
is one of the "great, beautiful, wonderful, and honored princes" listed in the Third
Book of Enoch, that extensive compendium of angelic lore. His specific heaven is
the second heaven. Baragiel is counted as the angel of lightning, joined by such
other angels as those of the sun, hail, earthquakes, snow, etc.

Baragqiel

Baragiel, Baraqijal, Baragel (Aramaic: Y872, Greek: Bopakuih) was the 9th Watcher of the 20 leaders of the 200
fallen angels that are mentioned in an ancient work called the Book of Enoch. The name means "lightning of
God",m which is fitting since it has been said that Baraqiel taught men astrology during the days of Jared or Yered.
Some scholars believe that he is Sanat Kumara of theosophists such as Benjamin Creme and Madame Blavatsky;

others believe that Sanat Kumara is a separate being.

It has also been proposed based on a reconstruction by Schniedewind and Zuckerman that Baraqgiel was the name of
the father of Hazael, mentioned in the 9th century BCE inscription from Tel Dan. The biblical figure, Barak, known

from Judges 4 is a shortened version of this longer name.
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
