Shanti, Santhi or Shanthi (from Sanskrit शान्तिः śān-
tiḥ; √ शम śam: ‘be calm’) means peace, rest, calmness,
tranquility, or bliss.
The poet T. S. Eliot, in his poem TheWaste Land (where
he spelled it Shantih) translated it as “The Peace which
passeth understanding”

1 In Sanskrit
• Inner peace, refers to a state of being mentally and
spiritually at peace, with enough knowledge and un-
derstanding to keep oneself strong in the face of dis-
cord or stress

• Ksanti, one of the paramitas of Buddhism
