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Sorush To the ancient Persians, Gabriel, “giver of souls”. The Magi
believed that, on Judgment Day, two angels, Sorush and Mihr, will stand
on a bridge called al Sirat (which is finer than a hair and sharper than the
edge of a sword) and examine every person crossing. Mihr representing
divine mercy and holding a balance in his hand will weigh the actions of
a person’s lifetime. If found worthy, they will be permitted to enter
Paradise. If found unworthy, they will be handed over to Sorush,

representing divine justice, who will cast them into Hell.
